Yamashita Young-ae heads to
Kyoto to lecture on how Japanese women, who transitioned from being prostitutes to comfort women, were excluded during the comfort
women movement. Professor Park Yu-ha from South Korea was sued by former comfort women over her book "Comfort Women of the
Empire." Journalist Fumiko Kawata shares the story of Bae Bong-gi, a Korean woman who worked as a comfort woman in Okinawa. The
film reveals stories erased from official memory, navigating between the issues of sex workers who refuse to be portrayed as victims and
the comfort women who could not even be recognized as victims.
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
