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The Transcultural Studies Department will hold a screening of the film The Roots (2013, Senzoninaru)
and invite director Kaoru IKEYA for a lecture. Director Ikeya is currently a professor at Konan Women's
University, and also known for directing numerous documentaries, including 12 NHK Specials, The Ants
(2006) and Lung Ta (2015).

His acclaimed work The Roots won various awards such as the Prize of the Ecumenical Jury-Special
Mention Forum at Berlin International Film Festival, the film which explores the rebuilding of life after the
Great East Japan Earthquake. The Roots follows an elderly lumberjack, Naoshi SATO, who strives to
rebuild his house after losing his son in the earthquake.
